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F2F is used to connect all relevant data, such as which 
part of the animal the product comes from, which factory 
processed it, where the animal was raised, what it was 
fed, and which factory the feed came from, etc.

There are three traceability systems:
• Consumer Traceability (B2C)Traceability through a QR Code that allows consumers to scan and view product details and origin information.
• Value Chain Traceability (F2F)Traceability used to connect data between businesses or between factories along the value chain.
• Internal Trace Chain Traceability (iF2F)The most in-depth traceability system, tracking detailed information throughout the internal production 

processes within a factory.

Traceability Terminology and Functions

• Backward: Traces all historical data before 
the selected node (e.g., all data before the 
Slaughter House).

• Back Step: Traces one step backward only 
(e.g., from Slaughter House to Broiler Farm).

• Next Step: If the selected node (e.g., 
Slaughter House) has multiple forward links, 
the user selects the next node. If only one 
path exists, it auto-traces one step forward.

• Forward: Traces all data after the selected 
node.

• Across: Traces all related data connected to 
the selected node within the entire chain.
